What Binds the People of Egypt and Sudan is Greater than the Nile River ...
It is the Great Islam, the True Lifeblood

(Translated)

On the backdrop of the mounting insults and wrangling between some sons of Sudan and Egypt, in
the media here and there, a joint statement was issued by the Foreign Minister of Egypt (Sameh Shukri)
and the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Sudan lbrahim Ghandour, confirming their total rejection of the
unacceptable transgressions, or the abuse, of either two States, or the two brotherly peoples, under any
circumstances, whatever the reasons and justifications. Where the statement said: "The two ministers
expressed their full appreciation for the culture, history and civilization of each country and their belief
that the Nile River is the lifeblood of the two peoples of Sudan and Egypt that have strengthened the
bonds of brotherhood and common destiny throughout the ages."
